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Rationale  

A  JEJU “GREEN GROWTH AND TRAVELISM” AGREEMENT 

The World Environment and Island Institute (WEII Director: Professor Chang Hoon Ko) of Jeju National University, Geoffrey Lipman, Director of Green Growth and Travelism Institute (GGTI) & President of the International Council of Tourism Partners (ICTP), and Dr. Ignace Schops, the Director Regional Landschap Kempen and Maasland, Belgium & world-renowned conservationist signed a JEJU “GREEN GROWTH AND TRAVELISM” AGREEMENT: 

We are together:

- Endorsing the (Re)connection model of sustainable development and conservation and its presentation in the book Green Growth and Travelism, released at Rio+20.

- Noting it’s further elaboration at the IUCN World Conservation Conference (WCC) in Jeju, as well as at the Euro-park Federation Conference in Limburg of Belgium.

- Welcoming, with his support, the planned development of the Green Growth and Travelism Institute (GGTI) in Limburg.

- Taking note of the longstanding interest of the Governor of Jeju Island in the concept of a World Environment University, as advanced by Maurice Strong, and with GGTI as a model approach within that framework.

We also together agreed to:

- Cooperate to advance the development of GGTI

- Look to the creation of a pivotal node in Jeju focusing on marine and island

conservation issues

- Explore the applicability of the (Re)connection Model in this activity

- Hold a Peace Island Leadership School (PILS) at Jeju University in July of 2013

- Work with the International Council of Tourism Partners (ICTP) to spread this concept to likeminded destinations, committed to green growth and quality.

We are offering a 10 day Peace Island Leadership School from July 22 to July 31, 2012 collaboratively at the beautiful Jeju Island which has received the UNESCO Triple Crown: Jeju Halla Biosphere Reserve in 2002, Jeju Volcanic Island Lava Tubes in 2007 and Jeju Geopark in 2010.

The program will be developed into a 10 month full time MASTER of World Environment and Island Studies from July of 2012. 

The WEII was founded in 2010 by Chang Hoon Ko at Jeju National University, in cooperation with  distinguished professor, Maurice Strong, and 10 faculty members of JNU supported by the President of JNU, Hyang-jin Huh. 

Environment : Radical Changes Needed

Ex-vice General Secretary of United Nations, Mr. Maurice Strong hopes that the 2012 Rio+20 Summit will require a degree of cooperation beyond anything we have yet experienced at a time when competition and conflict over scare resources is escalating. The change of course called for at Rio in 1992 requires radical changes in our current economic system. This will need to be led by those countries, mostly Western, which have dominated the world economy during the period in which our cumulative damage to the Earth’s life-support systems, its precious biological resources and its climate, have occurred and have monopolized the economic benefits of this. 

He is sure that you will all agree that Rio+20 must support the increase in the status of UNEP to that of a specialized agency. This could lead to the establishment of a World Environment Organization as some have proposed. This Symposium will, I trust, provide strong impetus for this. 

He is involved in an initiative, with likeminded colleagues, to launch a World Environment University grounded in the Island province of Jeju in South Korea. Within that framework the establishment of a Green Growth and Travelism Institute is a priority element. As a torchbearer of the green growth 2050 vision, this is envisaged as the centre of a virtual global network of related organizations and institutions. This initiative is very well advanced with prospects of support from a core group of universities on every continent (2012. Preface, Green Growth and Travelism, Geoffrey Lipman (edit).

Jeju has shown creative views on preservation issues of World Heritages at the regional level and at the grassroots level. Jeju Islanders have especially shown how they have tried to accumulate their wisdom of how to harmonize their customs and lifestyles with UNESCO World Heritage sites. 

At the close of the WCC, the IUCN presented the Jeju Declaration which can be used as a basis for the establishment of a Green Growth Organization. 

a) Scaling up Conservation

The first part of the Jeju Declaration involves scaling-up conservation. Scaling-up is the process of reaching larger numbers in a broader area by institutionalizing effective programs.  “There is mounting evidence that conservation works and we must scale up actions on the land and in the sea through large, targeted conservation effort. We know that knowledge drives action, and that meaningful action and corrective measures require better knowledge about the threats to biodiversity.  We must intensify our efforts to bring together information on species, habitats, ecosystems, governance and gender-differentiated human dependency on nature and provide decision makers with the tools for effective landscape and seascape management, which conserves nature and sustains people’s livelihoods.”

b) Nature-based Solutions

The second part tells us that “biodiversity should not be seen as a problem, but as an opportunity to help achieve broader societal goals. Nature is a major part of the solution to some of the world’s most pressing challenges in climate change, sustainable energy, food security, and economic and social development. Nature-based solutions build upon the proven contribution of well-managed and diverse ecosystems to enhance human resilience and to provide additional development opportunities for men and women in poor communities. We must promote the awareness, knowledge, good governance and sustainable investment to demonstrate why good environmental stewardship is everyone’s concern and how humanity is fundamentally dependent on nature.”

c) Sustainability in Action

Governments, civil society, businesses and other stakeholders must strengthen their commitment towards sustainability, taking into account its three dimensions: sustained inclusive and equitable economic growth, equitable social development and inclusion, and integrated and sustainable management of natural resources and ecosystems.  Sustainability must be mainstreamed in Societal decisions, supporting the full implementation of the multilateral environmental agreements, including the Rio Conventions.  The transfer of green technology must also be transferred with the work of the public and the private sectors.  Government and businesses alike are encouraged to pursue inclusive green growth that ensures social integration of vulnerable groups, helps eradicate poverty, and keeps humanity’s footprint within ecological boundaries.

“Social Healing through Justice” for the Jeju April 3 Tragedy & World Peace Island Treaty by 6 Talks Countries 

As my institute has shared the idea of “Social Healing through Justice” for the Jeju April 3 Tragedy through the 2012 International Conference of the Jeju April 3 Tragedy (October 29, 2012 : Jeju Island and November 7, 2012 : Hawaii, we fully accepted that “Healing for the Jeju 4.3 survivors and families progressed significantly after the work of the 2000 National 4.3 Committee and the 2005 Truth and Reconciliation Commission. Acting on these investigatory organizations’ recommendations and the expressed desires of the Jeju people, the Korean government began a healing process that included a presidential apology, a government-sponsored museum and an extensive public memorial and gravesite for known victims -- albeit without individual reparations ( Eric Yamamoto.2012).”

     I can’t help but to mention that my institute has worried about issues and controversies over “M181 of WCC in Jeju Island : Protection of the People, Nature, Culture and Heritage of Gangjeong Village (September 14, 2012. Jeju Island Korea) within framework of World Peace Island Treaty. 

RECOGNIZING that Gangjeong Village, also known as the Village of Water, on the island of Jeju, also known as Peace Island, recognized as an Ecological Excellent Village (Ministry of Environment, ROK), sharing the island with a UNESCO Biosphere Reserve and Global Geological Park, in close proximity to three World Heritage Sites, is a coastal area home to thousands of species of plants and animals, lava rock freshwater tide pools (“Gureombi”), soft coral reefs which have globally unique features and that support 50 species of corals, [27 of which are endemic,]16 of which are legally protected, freshwater springs, sacred natural sites, historic burial grounds, and nearly 2,000 indigenous villagers, including farmers, fishermen, and Haenyo women divers, who have lived sustainably with the surrounding marine and terrestrial environment for nearly 4000 years; 

NOTING that a Civilian-Military Complex “Tour Beauty” project, a 50-hectare naval installation, is being constructed within and adjacent to Gangjeong Village and that the construction of the military installation is alleged to be a threat to both the biodiversity and the culture, economy and general welfare of Gangjeong Village, one of the last living remnants of traditional Jeju culture, including destruction of sacred natural sites in and near Gangjeong Village. (IUCN: M-181)

How do we not only heal the Trauma (Red Complex) of Korea’s Jeju April 3 Tragedy but also resolve trauma of another Red Complex from construction of Gangjeong Naval Base together? I proposed my idea to the public that “Social Healing through Justice” for the Jeju April 3 Tragedy & Peace of Gangjeong Village as World Peace Island Treaty by Six Talks Countries will be best policy for healing trauma, I asked the new President of the Korean government to initiate an appeal at the UN “ World Peace Island Treaty WPIT” by 6 Talks Countries” for the prosperity of a peaceful Pacific civilization.  Thus, a course titled as “April 3 Peace Education and Insular Culture of Peace” has been included in 2013 PILS. If the Jeju April 3 Tragedy follows the main principles and recommendations of the UN Resolution A/RES/53/243 :  Declaration and Program of Action on a Culture of Peace ( October 6th 1999), we believe, it will be helpful for us to register its sorrowful memories into the UNESCO Memory of the World Program in a nearer future.

The 2013 Peace Island Leadership School

Jeju must embody the three goals of the Jeju Declaration: ‘Scaling up Conservation,’ ‘Nature-based Solutions,’ and ‘Sustainability in Action.’ Jeju has the ability to mobilize communities to work for biodiversity conservation and sustainable development.  Jeju also has the ability to halt biodiversity loss and apply nature-based solutions to conserve biodiversity, enhance resilience, and so improve the well-being of the people on the island and in turn to improve the well-being of the people on the planet.

To actualize both ideas of Green Growth of the Rio Summit and the Jeju Declaration of the 5th World Conservation Congress of the IUCN and such  motions as M-108 'Supporting the Sustainability of Haenyeo as Unique Marine Ecology Stewardship' and M067 ' Establishment of an Integrated Management System for UNESCO protected areas at the grass roots level, the World Environment and Island Institute (WEII) of Jeju National University and World Association for Island Studies (WAIS) will host only the 2013 Peace Island Leadership School (PILS) for Teachers/Citizens/Graduate Students/Environmental NGO activists at Seogwipo Bomok Training Center of JNU. WAIS will also host the 2013 Jeju Big Swim (I km and 2 km) and Global Peace Bultuk Tribunal in Udo Island on the 28th of July, 2013, in cooperation with Jeju Special Self-Government Office of Education and Jeju Special Self-Governing Government.

CERTIFICATES, DIPLOMAS & DEGREES 

Those who complete 10 days courses obtain an Advanced Certificate in World Environment Specialist Program from the World Environment and Island Institute of Jeju National University. It is possible to take individual courses, lasting one semester each from JNU. It will also be possible to study part time over 23 years. 

Students who complete two courses among 2 tracks within 10 days in the 2013 Peace Island Leadership School can not only receive a certificate of completion, but will also qualify to attend a Master Course of Advanced and Collaborative Studies in World Environment and Island Studies form Jeju National University. (It will be possible for them to transfer to the Masters Course of the World Environment University if it starts in July of 2014, as planned.) If they complete the full program of 10 months of courses and write a thesis, they will obtain a Master Course of Advanced and Collaborative Studies in World Environment and Island Studies from Jeju National University, worth 40 credits according to the Korean Credit Transfer System (KCTS). One KCTS corresponds to 45 hours of study (in class and self-study). An MCACS differs from a Master of Arts (MA) program, which typically lasts two years, requires 40 KCTS and is normally accepted as a basis for continuing with a Ph.D. program. 

LOCATION: The Jeju National University of Jeju Island, founded in 1952, one of representative national universities in South Korea. It has about 16,000 students and over 700 faculty members. The university library has over 1 million books. Jeju Island is a famous tourist destination island of just under 600,000 inhabitants, with a vibrant culture, located at center of East Asia where East meets West.

 

INTENDED AUDIENCE: The program is addressed to graduate students, citizens, and teachers from any discipline interested in world environment, marine tourism, culture of peace, peace education and global leadership, including NGO members, government officials, international civil servants, teachers, journalists, social workers, lawyers, officers, psychologists, artists. A first university degree (bachelors or equivalent) or comparable professional experience is not required.
